LABORATORY SAFETY AT xxxxxx JUNIOR COLLEGE





Do not work in the laboratory without staff supervision.


Wear approved laboratory safety goggles at all times when working at the bench in the laboratory. If you do get chemicals in your eyes, get help to the eye wash, and flush your eyes for 15 minutes. Do not take time to remove contact lens.


Know the location and operation of emergency equipment: eye wash, shower, fire extinguisher, and fire blanket.


Dress appropriately. Your clothes are a barrier between your skin and chemicals. Shirts and shoes are required; shorts and open-toed shoes are not recommended. Thongs are not allowed. Avoid floppy or extremely loose clothing.


For the sake of your books, clothing or coat, do not put them on the laboratory benches. Place them in the coat area near the entry.


Do not perform unauthorized experiments.


Understand the laboratory experiment before beginning work. IF IN DOUBT, ASK FOR HELP.


No eating, drinking, including sport drink or water bottles, or use of tobacco products while working in the laboratory.


Do not attempt to work in laboratory if you have taken medication that makes you drowsy or affects you clear thinking. Make arrangements with the instructor to reschedule the experiment.


If a spill occurs, clean it up immediately. If the spill is a strong acid or base, neutralize it first. Obtain help from the instructor as necessary. If mercury spills, call an instructor.


Use soap and water to wash any chemicals off your skin immediately. Use gloves when advised to do so by the instructor.


Sweep up broken glass immediately. Put it in special broken glass containers. DO NOT PUT IT IN THE WASTEBASKETS.


Use fume hoods as directed. Make sure the hoods are operating.


Use caution with flames. Keep burner tubing and plastics away from heat. Never leave a burner unattended.


Follow instructions on chemical disposal. Read labels carefully on recycling containers before adding to the contents.


Treat all chemicals with respect. Material Safety Data Sheets are available for your use if you are in doubt about the properties of a specific chemical.


Keep laboratory area clean. Do not put glass, chemical solids or paper in sinks. Do not put waste liquids in the solid waste baskets. Clean hoods after use. Store all equipment in its proper location. Wipe down work area before leaving.


If an accident should occur, DON'T PANIC. Call an instructor and take immediate steps to avoid disaster.
